Scoping Study for the Recognition of Learning and  Skills for Migrant Workers and Refugees

Invitation to Final Consultation Events

The Scottish Credit and Qualifications Framework (SCQF) Partnership is currently coordinating a study - funded by Scottish Government - which has reviewed existing mechanisms for the recognition of learning and skills for migrant workers and refugees wishing to enter education, employment in Scotland or training at a level commensurate with existing learning, skills and/or qualifications.  The Partners in the study are Scotland’s Colleges, Higher Education and Skills Development Scotland.

The outcome of the study will provide Scottish Government with a number of options on the ways that the recognition of learning and skills for migrant workers and refugees can best be addressed in Scotland.  Launched in May 2009, this comprehensive Scoping Study has involved:
A review of previous research activity;

· Consultation with relevant organisations and networks - those organisations providing current solutions and/or organisations having a stake in any possible future model for the recognition of learning and skills, amongst refugees and migrant workers, in Scotland;
· Scoping studies of current provision/arrangements in: Higher education; Scotland’s colleges; and Skills Development Scotland (Careers);
· Three Focus Group meetings with migrant workers and refugees to learn of their experiences;

· Three Stakeholder Consultation events which provided stakeholders with the opportunity to present their suggestions and requirements in terms of a future model for Scotland; 

· Three international visits to learn of the support offered to migrant workers and refugees in Southern Ireland, Germany and Norway; and 

· A review of support for recognition  offered in Canada (Ontario) and Hong Kong

As a result of the wealth of information these activities have provided a number of possible models have emerged and we are now planning to consult with a wide range of stakeholders on the benefits and implications of each of these models for Scotland, the outcome of which will be submitted to Scottish Government for their consideration.
